Redblacks hope rest will be a
factor in game against Riders

OTTAWA » The Ottawa Redblacks hope
rest, not rust, will be a factor Sunday
afternoon against the Saskatchewan
Roughriders.

The Redblacks (8-9-1) will host the
Roughriders (10-8-0) in the East Division
semifinal and much has been made of
the fact Ottawa has played just once in
the past month due to a wonky schedule
that saw them have two bye weeks in the
last three weeks of the season.

One of its final games included a 33-
32 win over the Roughriders Oct. 13. Sas-
katchewan won the first meeting 18-17.

While the end of the season schedule
was far from ideal, the Redblacks can on-
1y hope the time off will be beneficial in
the end.

“When you get to the playoffs all that
outside stuff kind of goes away because
everyone is so focused on winning and
they know it’s do or die football now,”
said Redblacks head coach Rick Camp-
bell.“I am hopeful that with the amount
of rest our guys have had that our bodies
are feeling good. It’s pretty unique that
we've only played one game in a month
and hopefully we can use it to our advan-
tage”

The rest was definitely an advantage
as it allowed offensive lineman Sirvin-
cent Rogers and receiver Josh Stangby
enough time to recover from injury and
play Sunday.

Rogers hasn’t played since Sept. 22,
but was determined not to miss a second

post-season. Last year the veteran line-
man missed the last two months of the
season, including Ottawa’s Grey Cup vic-
tory, due to an ankle injury.

“Ididn’t want to go through the same
thing this year because it was so frustrat-
ing to watch from the sidelines last year;,”
Rogers said.“I feel good and I'm ready to

o

The Redblacks will still be without all-
star receiver Brad Sinopoli and defensive
back Jerrell Gavins, with both suffering
season-ending injuries. But as the case
has been much of the season the Red-
blacks anticipate someone else stepping
up to the challenge.

Sherrod Baltimore, who will play his
first playoff game, is just one defensive
back who has helped fill the void left by
Gavins and the 25-year-old says he has
every intention of playing his best game

yet.

“Anything that happens we can han-
dle it, coach Campbell he gives us con-
fidence,” said Baltimore. “Right now
we're really peaking, we still can be bet-
ter every game, but we'’re really getting
confident”

Quarterback Trevor Harris would
much prefer talking about the Redblacks
time off than the fact he will be making
his first post-season start.

Harris seems almost annoyed when
asked about taking his game to another
level simply because it’s the playoffs.

“It’s another game, I'm not treating it
any differently,”Harris said.“I don’t think
the intensity is any different, like oh it’s

playoffs I'm going to try harder. If you're
going to try harder in the playoffs are
you trying hard to begin with?

“It’s late in the season so the stakes are
higher, I know that, but I'm just going to
goout and play my game.”

Too often this season the Redblacks
have been its own worst enemy and can
only hope to minimize mistakes against
the Roughriders.

“We did shoot ourselves in the foot
quite a bit and that’s why we started
1-6,” admitted Harris. “That’s the do-or-
die situation of the playoffs. If you shoot
yourself in the foot now it’s season over
and you get to watch the playoffs instead
of going and playing”

The Redblacks come into the playoffs
as defending Grey Cup champions and
strangely enough have the exact same re-
cord, 8-9-1, they had last year when they
finished first in the East and had a bye to
the division final, but few seem to give
this year’s team any chance of repeating.

Earlier in the week fullback Patrick
Lavoie said no one was giving the Red-
blacks any respect or any chance of ad-
vancing.

“We didn’t get any respect last year
either;’said Lavoie.“When we got to the
Grey Cup no one gave us a chance towin
and in the end we won.”

Lavoie knows things won’t be easy as
they need to win the next two games to
have a chance to advance to the Grey
Cup which will be held at TD Place, but
he believes in this group.

“Anything can happen,’said Lavoie.

Rising Canadian hoops
star Barrett to play
college ball at Duke

BRAMPTON, ONT. « Canadian basketball
phenom R.J. Barrett will play college ball
at Duke.

The 17-year-old from Mississauga, Ont.,
announced his much-anticipated deci-
sion Friday after narrowing down his
choices to three — Kentucky, Duke and
the University of Oregon.

Barrett is regarded as the world’s best
player for his age, and last summer
earned MVP honours in leading Canada
to gold at the FIBA Under-19 World Cup.

The six-foot-six wing will graduate
from Montverde Academy in Florida this
spring.

He’s a projected top pick in the 2019
NBA draft,and would join Anthony Ben-
nett (2013) and Andrew Wiggins (2014) as
Canadians selected first overall.

Barrett earned MVP honours at the
World Cup in Cairo, scoring 38 points
in the Canadians’ upset over the United
States in the semifinals — despite being
one of the tournament’s youngest play-
ers.

He also earned MVP honours in the
Basketball Without Borders game last
February in New Orleans, and was the
fourth youngest player in the history
of the Nike Hoop Summit, which pits a
world high school select team against the
best high schoolers in the U.S.

Here are five things to know about Can-
adian basketball phenom R.J. Barrett:

BIOGRAPHICAL BASICS

Rowan “R.J” Barrett, Jr. is a 17-year-old
basketball player from Mississauga, Ont.
The six-foot-six shooting guard is current-
ly attending Montverde Academy in Flor-
ida and is viewed as one of the top poten-
tial prospects for the 2019 NBA draft.

ALL IN THE FAMILY

Barrett comes from a long line of distin-
guished athletes. His father, Rowan Bar-
rett Sr., is a basketball player who played
on Team Canada during the 2000 Syd-
ney Olympics. His maternal aunt, Dahl-
ia Duhaney, ran on Jamaica’s 4x100 re-
lay team that won gold at the 1991 world
championships. The younger Barrett took
on soccer, sprinting and high jump before
deciding to focus on basketball at age 12.
According to his mother Kesha, his love of
the sport was evident even when he was
dabbling in other disciplines.

CAREER ACCOMPLISHMENTS
Earlier this year Barrett led Canada to
gold at the FIBA U19 World Cup in Cairo,

the country’s first basketball world title
at any age level. He averaged 21.6 points
and 8.3 rebounds to earn MVP honours,
despite being one of the tournament’s
youngest players.

He’s starred countless times alongside
older players. As a 14-year-old, he led Can-
ada’s U16 team to a silver medal at the
FIBA Americas tournament. He earned
MVP honours as one of the youngest
players in the Basketball Without Borders
game last February in New Orleans, and
was the fourth youngest player in the his-
tory of the Nike Hoop Summit, which pits
a world high school select team against
the best high schoolers in the U.S.

OFF THE COURT

Barrett finds time for some other pur-
suits in spite of his gruelling basketball
schedule. He plays piano and maintains a
monthly blog for USA Today. Both he and
his younger brother are fluent in French.

THE ROAD AHEAD

Barrett will graduate high school this
spring and will head off to pursue
basketball at the college level. He is fa-
voured to join Anthony Bennett (2013)
and Andrew Wiggins (2014) as Can-
adians selected No. 1 in the NBA draft.

Ce fait est corroboré par un
porte-parole du Parti libéral du Nou-
veau-Brunswick, Duncan Gallant.

Pour Kevin Arseneau, il est clair que
le Parti libéral a une dent contre lui.
