Safety. 

POLICY GUIDELINES 

Director of Adult custody Services will visit each institution regularly. 

PROCEDURE 

Annual Inspection 

Superintendent shall arrange annual visits from the: 

• Provincial Fire Marshal’s office 
• Health Inspector 
• Representative of Supply and Services 

Superintendent Inspection 

The Superintendent shall conduct inspection tours of the facility regularly. 

Sergeant’s Inspection 

Sergeant (or designated authority) shall conduct inspection of the facility and grounds on each shift and complete an 
inspection report to the Superintendent outlining any areas of concern.
