Commercial Fisheries 2005

Commercial fishing has been the backbone of more than 150
New Brunswick coastal communities for generations. With a
fishing fleet of close to 2,700 vessels and annual landings worth
$197 million in 2005, the commercial fishing industry has long
made a significant economic contribution to the province. The
commitment of the more than 7,000 fishermen and 5,000 plant
workers to delivering quality products makes New Brunswick a
leader in the commercial and processing fisheries sectors. New
Brunswick is the fourth largest exporter of fish and seafood
products in Canada with a value of $832 million, exporting
nearly 100,000 tonnes of fish and seafood in 2005.
